Since founding Leveraged Logic in 1988, Bruce has presented
accounting and finance seminars to thousands of professionals
around the world.

Accounting Oversight Board (PCAOB), the Internal Revenue Service (IRS), each of the six
largest global accounting firms, and many "Global 500" companies.
